It is not a traditional research conference so, while, there is the opportunity for people to write research papers, effectiveness- and improvement-related policy and practice initiatives are also welcomed and encouraged. The paper should highlight the following:

· Methods, techniques or modes of inquiry

· Data sources or evidence

· Results and/or conclusions/points of view

· Educational importance of this study

· Connection to the themes of the congress

Description, Analysis and Discussion: Coherence, generalisability, implications and usefulness for practice, research and policy making, including outcomes/intended outcome

Opportunities for Interaction: Opportunities for interactions with the audience and exchange of multiple perspectives.
